(Kotowe) estate (with the villages of 
Magnuszewo Małe, Dąbrowa, and Święta 
Rozalia), 3 versts [1 verst = 1.07 kilometers]

[Gerald Ortell's book on Polish Parish Records 
states that in the Russian partition 1 mórg = 
1.388 acres]; arable land and gardens 310 
mórgs, meadows 5 mórgs, pastures 89 mórgs, 
forest 465 mórgs, thickets 95 mórgs, 
unproductive land and building plots 17 mórgs, 
13 wooden buildings.

The 
Magnuszewo-Laski estate (with the localities of 
Gnojno and Rzewin, and the villages of 
Magnuszewo Wielkie, Budy Krasińskie, and
